7-3 cycle improvements... will this lead to again, further eroding / narrowing of road space, for example, main
st, clondalkin, barely has space for 1 car, so if a cycle lane is installed, there is no space for cars, in short,
pedestrianising or cyclifying, main street or de-carifying it?
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
